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MILITARY TOURISM: PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS
OF ITS DEVELOPMENT ON THE AFRICAN CONTINENT

Summary. Military tourism is a fairly new direction in the tourism industry, which already has many fans
around the world and is very relevant today. Landmarks in Europe attract many visitors, while in Africa
this direction is still not developed, although it has all the prerequisites for it. The subject of this study is the
problems and prospects of the development of military tourism on the African continent. The purpose of the
article is to analyze the prospects of military tourism on the African continent, to identify the main problems
hindering development and factors affecting the popularization of this direction. To achieve the goal, the fol-
lowing tasks were solved: to investigate military tourism as a general phenomenon, to analyze past and present
military conflicts in Africa, to identify the most and least promising countries for the development of military
tourism, to reveal the main problems that hinder the development of this tourist direction in African countries.
During the writing of the article, the following methods were used: historical — to study the course of armed
conflicts on the African continent, statistical — to determine the current state of African military conflicts, com-
parative — to identify the most suitable African countries for the development of military tourism, analysis — to
reveal promising subspecies of military tourism in African countries. The results obtained: the impact of armed
conflicts on the tourism industry of the African continent was determined, the most promising countries for
military tourism in Africa were identified, the main problems hindering the development of this direction were
identified, the subtypes of military tourism were characterized and the most promising among them for devel-
opment in Africa were determined. Conclusions: Given its historical past and present, Africa has every chance
to become a promising destination for military tourism. However, the level of development of this industry de-
pends on a number of factors that inhibit the popularization of this direction on the African continent. With the
government's interest in promoting its country at the international level and developing an effective tourism
policy, African countries will become a step higher in the introduction and development of military tourism.
